Mission Statement

Provide a timely and effective response to any intentional or unintentional emergencies involving animals; including but not limited to bioterrorism, agriterrorism, emerging infectious disease, man-made or natural events.

Goals

· Minimize the threat to the health and safety of humans and animals

· Minimize the economic impact of animal emergencies

· Decrease the spread of disease to animals and humans during any emergencies

· Interface of human and animal health
Objectives

· Establish Incident Command structure for SMART

· Establish committees to address SMART issues

· Develop a team building guide to address SMART

· Establish Teams of trained personnel who can respond to emergency issues

· Develop and maintain a SMART website

· Develop a SMART newsletter and publish periodically

· Provide outreach and public education materials through SMART

SMART Teams
Assessment

Once activated, the team shall respond to the designated area to survey conditions and make recommendations for additional response.

.

· Assess damages and stability of the area

· Prioritize future tasks

· Determine which, if any, other teams should  be activated
Search and rescue

Once activated, the team shall search the designated area for injured or lost animals.

· Arrange for medical care for injured animals

· Deliver animals to shelters 

· Document information regarding the rescues to better facilitate reuniting the animal with its owner
Animal Control OFFICER

Responds to incidents in which animals are involved

· Assist the search and rescue and shelter teams
Veterinary ServiceS

The veterinary team shall respond to the needs of injured animals.

· Diagnose and treat injuries and conditions resulting from the disaster/event

· Care for the animals until they can be reunited with owners or can be placed for adoption

Shelter OPERATIONS

The shelter team shall provide for the needs of animals during the emergency.

· House and care for lost animals rescued by the search and rescue team

· House and care for animals found by the general public

· House and care for animals of displaced disaster victims 

· Provide detailed information on all animals in custody for owner identification purposes.

· Provide adequate accommodations and care dependent on species (i.e. large walking/running area for dogs)
Deceased Animal REMOVAL

AND DISPOSAL

· Locate and dispose of deceased animals to prevent public health issues

· Document information on all deceased animals for later identification
SPECIALIZED ANIMAL SERVICES

Addresses needs of non-traditional pets, livestock, research animals and wildlife during an emergency

· Comprises specialists in aquatic and zoo animal medicine and husbandry, wildlife disease surveillance and rehabilitation, exotic animal veterinary care and laboratory animal medicine
· Provide acute medical care based on triage
· Survey general health of wild animals through disease surveillance
